It is a "letter of authorization" as outlined in the regulations  about "lost or missing data plates" It is issued by the local FSDO or authority in your country , simple matter, you may need a "conformance inspection" I ALWAYS ask you what happened to the original one...... it is the airplane , maybe it out there flying around somewhere. 
 A TC# , N number, ser# , date of manufacture, ( if you don’t have that I can look it up), copy of certificate of registration, & method of payment. Send check or Visa or MC 
 Fee is $40.00. $10 for plate, $30.for doing it with original plates & stamps.
