YOU are hereby ordered to report for duty at Bruce Cambell Field (MBO), by 09:30 am, 09/18/2004, in the C.A.F. hangar on the south end of the ramp.  If you arrive in a timely manner and don’t smell of alcohol, you will receive your complete mission briefing.  Stale doughnuts, luke-warm coffee, nearly fermented orange juice, but exciting stories of “there I was . . . “ will be served in plentiful quantities prior to the mission briefing.

Mission Synopsis:



A simple game of five card stud will be played.  There will be no wild cards or jokers in the playing deck.  Upon arrival at the C.A.F. hangar, you will register and have the opportunity to purchase as many poker hands as you wish. For each poker hand purchased, you will receive a draw sheet to be carried to each mission point.  At mission points, a C.A.F. member will approach your aircraft and offer you a draw from the playing deck.  The card you chose will be marked on your draw sheet, at which time you may proceed to the next mission point.  Upon arrival back at the C.A.F. hangar, you will draw the fifth card in the hand and your draw sheet will be closed.  When all aircraft arrive, hands will be played and the prizes will be awarded.

After prizes are awarded, there will be food and drinks for everyone.

Bombardiers:

Before reaching the first mission point, you may wish to replicate the in-noble work of the pigeons, and try to drop a “bomb” or two on target a few miles north of MBO.  DZ coordinates will be given at mission brief.  We only ask that you limit the number of “bombs” released per pass to 50 or less, so that the B-52 guys don’t get jealous (and nobody gets hurt).  Multiple passes are allowed so that all bombs aboard your aircraft can be released.  One of our members will be feet-on-the-ground in the DZ to determine what bombardier made the closest drop.  The winner will be announced after the poker hands are played back at the C.A.F. hangar.

Prizes:

A ten ($10) dollar donation is required for each poker hand played.  There is no limit to the number of hands you may play.  Upon arrival back at the C.A.F. hangar, the player with the best hand will be awarded one hundred ($100) dollars.  If you can’t fly the route, arrangements CAN be made to buy a hand and have someone else pick it up for you.

For the bombardiers, a five ($5) dollar donation is required for each “bomb” dropped.  Whoever drops closest to the middle of the target, without hurting our DZ volunteer, will split the pot for the bomb drop with the house.

Second and third place contestants in both competitions will receive the same rewards that all the other non-performers of the mission will receive…severe wall-to-wall counseling, reprimands, black listing, and possible revocation of your right to vote in this year’s elections, to name a few!
